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Dr. Dungay Held Down
Whole Science Setee

©orn twenty miles from Northfield in the litt l e town of Cannon Falls,
Dr. Neil S. Dungay, second oldest member of the faculty in point of serv-
ice, has known of Carleton ever since he was old enough to talk.

He remembers clearly the d&ya when he and his cousin, Wat ts O. Pye,
famous Chinese missionary, used to go to Church on Sundays and hear
the student-preacher, Charles Bur--
ton, deliver the sermon. Burton was
then a student at Carleton, and oc-
casionally brought with him to Can-
non iFalls his brother, the late Ma-
rion L. Burton, for many years pres-
ident of the University of Michigan.

•In those dayŝ  says Dr. Dungay,
the whole area around here was a
great forest, and one of the chief
occupations for the young men was
going into the woods as cutters.

After graduating from Faribault
high school, the youthful Dungay
matriculated at the University of
Minnesota, where four years later
he graduated, a member of the class
whose song was the present Minne-
sota hymn, "Minnesota., Hail to
Th.ee.1" He taught for a t ime at
MarshaU high school, and then in
1907 came to Carleton as head of
the department*  of biology. This in-
cluded the present departments of
botany, public health, zoology and
even geology. Says Dr. Dungay,
"Rather than occupying the cbair of
biology, I held down a whole setee." He has taught in the last thirty
years nearly every course in the three first-named departments, and in ad-
dition may actually consider himself, he opines, a predecessor of the
illustrious Larry Gould. He feels that t he one course in geology he ac-
tually instructed was a remarkable success, however, despite the- fact of the Sacred
that he kept only a'bout a week*— '
ahead of the class in the text. Of' ~~~
the eighteen members of this class,
four have gone into geological work.

When Dr. Dungay came to Carle-
ton, Laird hall was just being built.
(So wonderful was it considered that
i t was expected̂ to fulfil l all the
needs of science for a half century.

Irish Had Club
To Wear Green
Of Good Or Erin

Back in the good old days, when
Irishmen were Irishmen, and proud
of it, there appeared on tlhis ven-
erable campus an organization
known as the Irish club, "For the
purpose of perpetuating the ideals
of tJheir ancient race, and for the
more immediate purpose of In-
augurating a St. Patrick's Day dem-
onstration.1" According to Mr. Hen-
ry of the English and' publications
department, who was one of the
"Ould Erin" crowd, the- club was
organized just before the 1916 pic-
tures were taken and disbanded im-
mediately after, thus giving rise to
a faint suspicion that the immediate
purpose was other than that given
in the flowery preamble.

The members voted themselves
the privilege of wearing green ties,
carnations, shamrocks, shillalahs,
and other threatening symbols of
Hibernian extraction.' The club
roster consisted1 of eight members,
of whom seven were officers. Our
very own Mr. Henry was Mixer of
the Mortar, and was assisted in
the club management (for the four
days or so of its existence) by a
Lord High Wielder of the Shillalah,
a Chief Carrier of the Hod, a Cus-
todian of the Blarney Stone, a Dis-
tributor of Irish Confetti, a Sprink-
ler of the Shamrock, and a Spreader

Student's Fee
Is Examined

But in ten years it was outgrown,
and Leighton had to be built. All
administration offices were for a
time housed in Laird, and the six-
teen members of the faculty found
littl e difficulty in holding regular
meetings in what is now Dr. Cul-
ver's office. In 1907 not only was
the faculty somewhat smaller than
at present, but the student body was
less than half its present number,

the United States enteredW U
the war in 1917, Dr. Dungay, as the
only man with any military experi-
ence, was given the task of organ-
izing and drilling the enthusiastic
West Siders. Every morning at 6:00
the men appeared for drill and once
a week they paraded. "Stub" Alli -
son and John Truesdale, now prom-
inent in the athletic world, were
captains of companies. And such
was the war enthusiasm that even
St. Olaf rivalry was forgotten, and
the two schools formed one unit in
the Students Army Training Corps,
organized in 1918.

Tn 1925, after a year's sabatical
spent in studying the health service
of the University of Minnesota, Dr.
Dungay founded- the Carleton Health
Service. After some years spent al-
most entirely in the health service
as a physician, he gradually has
come back to teaching classes.

•Professor Dungay now calls him-
self a second generation man. Phil-
ip Constans, '40, Stephen and Gor-
don Riegel, *39, John Phillips, '39,
and Virginia Pfeiffer, '37, are some
of the many tie has taught and is
teaching who are children of his
former students.

Does Work on Campus

There wil l he traps on the Carle-
ton campus. Not the much-publi-
cised scholastic pitfalls, nor th©
cruel jaws of the steel trap, but
rather wire traps for birds. These
birds are not to be Interred in co-
ids1 hats. They wil l be picked gent-

ly out of the traps, a small metal
band1 wil l be placed upon one leg of
each 'bird, then t/he bird-foander wil l
release the avian friends so that
they may again be "footloose and
fancy-free."

Al l this elaborate procedure is
sponsored (b.y the federal govern-
ment through the Bureau of Biologi-
cal Survey. Private citizens through-
out the country co-operate with the
Survey by sending in banding re-
cords from their "stations." The
government tihen compiles this in-
formation, and' numerous facts
a'bout the migrations of birds are
continuously being unearthed. The
only licensed (bird'-tbander on. the
campus Is1 William Valencourt, soph-
omore. He has permits* to band
birds both in Minnesota and •Wis-
consin, his home state.

With the assistance of Dr. OHn
Pettingill, instructor in Zoology, and
several students interested in bird
study, Valencourt hopes to get his
traps situated before vacation
starts. To those who are not versed
In the lore of ornithology, it might
appear that all the birds are now
vacationing in the warm splendor of
Florida's tropical zephyrs. The o'b-

servant knows, however, that cer-
tain of the 'birds can "take it." They
stick it out during all the months of
Minnesota's Ice and snow. These
hirds—the chickadees, nuthatches,
longspurs, buntings, the ever-famil-
iar sparrows, and many others—get
their subsistence from tree grubs
and weed seeds. Valencourt wil l
entice the birds into his1 net laby-
rinths1 with some of their favorite
foods.

If some day soon, a determined
figure is seen toeing buffeted about
the 'countryside- toy a swirling North-
field blizzard, you may rest assured
that i t is Bil l Valencourt making
the rounds of his "trap lines."
